Instruction: Side Pull-Out



Safety instructions

Please take careful note of all the contents of these
instructions for use and keep this document for future
reference, disassembly or re-application.

Only use the pull-out as described in these instructions for
use.

Any other use is considered improper and may result in
damage to property or personal injury.

The manufacturer or dealer accepts no liability for damage
caused by improper or incorrect use.

Only use the enclosed tesa® Powerstrip or the tesa® KITCHEN
adhesive solution refill pack for pull-outs, which is intended for
this product.

This product is intended exclusively for use on horizontal
surfaces in kitchen base units (below worktop height <90 cm).

Only suitable for conventional private use in kitchens.

Continuous temperatures above 35°C reduce the adhesive

strength. Not suitable for bonding below 15°C. The humidity
must not exceed 50 %. If this is disregarded, there is a risk of
detachment under load.

Before application, check the suitability of the surface and
the prevailing temperatures and humidity at the application
site. The surfaces must be clean, dry, dust-free, grease-free,
load-bearing and stable. Observe the information on cleaning
and suitable surfaces in these installation instructions and on
the packaging. Unsuitable surfaces, incorrect or insufficient
cleaning of the surface can cause the adhesive bond to come
loose, which can lead to damage to the surface, the system
or injuries.

Make sure that the cabinet element in which you are mounting
is secure and cannot tip over. Also check whether the shelf on
which you are gluing is sufficiently secured against tipping.

The pull-out may be loaded with a maximum load of 10kg.
Place any objects carefully on the shelf and never drop
objects onto the pull-out. An overload, especially when
pulled out, can cause the adhesive connection to loosen and
damage the surface!

Distribute the weight evenly on the pull-out to avoid an
imbalance. Uneven loads can damage the product and impair
its running properties.

Caution! Risk of crushing. Always use the pull-out with care
to avoid damage and injury. Jerky operation can damage

the pull-out, objects can tip and fall or the bonding can come
loose.

Leaking liquids can damage the drawer runners and the
base and weaken the adhesive bond, causing the running
properties to deteriorate or the drawer to come loose from
the cabinet.

Do not remove the drawer from the drawer slides when it is
loaded!

Keep children and animals away from the pull-out or supervise
them! If possible, secure the cabinet doors with child safety
locks to prevent children from opening the pull-out and
injuring themselves or damaging the product.

Caution! Risk of suffocation! Keep tesa® Powerstrips adhesive
strips away from small children - there is a risk of confusion
with chewing gum.

Not suitable for direct food contact.

Clean the tesa® Pull-out elements with a soft, damp cloth and
mild detergent or soap solution. Wipe with a dry cloth.

Check the pull-out and the adhesive connection regularly,
especially in the event of frequent or heavy loads. Look

for signs of wear or detachment of the Powerstrips. If the
adhesive connection loses its holding power over time,
peels off in places or shows other signs of wear, replace
the adhesive connection with the tesa® KITCHEN adhesive
solution refill pack for pull-outs.

Only ‘strip’ the tesa® Powerstrips as described in the removal
instructions. Do not tear off or remove by force. Failure to do
so may damage the surface.

When pressing, make sure
that the line at the top

of the pressing tool closes,
then you are pressing
hard enough.
